Pinecrest Police to join FDOT to conduct a multi-agency traffic enforcement safety detail

— The Pinecrest Police Department will join the Florida Department of
Transportation (FDOT) District Six, and various local law enforcement agencies, to
conduct a multi-agency traffic safety enforcement and educational detail. This operation
will take place on US 1 from SW 42nd Avenue (Le Jeune Road) to SW 184th Street from
9:00 p.m. to 3:00 a.m. on Friday, September 2nd.

Law enforcement will be focusing on impaired driving (DUI) during the Labor Day

This event is being coordinated by the Southeast Community Traffic Safety Team (SE
CTST) with the assistance of the Florida Department of Transportation’s Community Traffic
Safety Program (CTSP). The goal of the CTSP is to reduce the number and severity of
traffic crashes through a comprehensive, multi-jurisdictional approach that combines the

four E’s of safety: Enforcement, Emergency services, Education, and Engineering.
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
